3. The intern is required to attend NATWA mid-year board meeting in October.  At this meeting, intern will present a proposal on how to recruit members for NATWA II, NATWA II organization layout and communication channels with NATWA headquarter, and activities planned for the rest of the year.

4. The intern will participate in the quarterly Committee conference call meetings to discuss important matters and resolutions needed to move the committee forward.

5. The intern is required to attend the annual NATWA convention in April. During the convention, the intern will help administer NATWA II program components, and give final report on the year’s efforts to NATWA Board.
